Language requirements

You need two years of German at least to be aldelapt
quickly in Germany. English is widely studied ambken but
if you want a full cultural experience you will beppier if
you are reasonably knowledgeable before you leave.

Orientation

We give all students a brief orientation beforeytleave and
you will receive another orientation on arrival.adlemic year
students may receive a mid-year orientation andhen@bout
a month before they leave.

Placements

These are made as soon as possible and if yousipglied at
the correct time you should be in contact with yoost fam-
ily for at least a week before you leave. Someestiglare in
contact for a month or more.

Host families have to go through an interview aettiag
process. Most placements are around Cologne-Bonyobu
can be placed anywhere in the country. Your pedgyrand
preferences are taken into account if at all fbssbut the
supply of generous and welcoming families is ndtdioless.
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Successful placements depend as much upon yowashp
family you're given. Some students stay with thenedamily
for a whole year while others may have two or tHesmsilies.

Gap Year students

You can go to Germany when you are 18 and canlf@irn
while on exchange, but you must apply while stiltadled at
school in NZ. German students are generally & littier than
NZ students at the same stage of their schoolidgstay at
school for longer. As a gap year student you cae ladlittle
more freedom than most other students during therser
break in Germany but we need to be sure of yotalsility.
The idea is that you become part of a family andltgast use
the family home as a place to sleep while you'rérmafun.

Applications

The deadlines listed are for when we have to have gppli-
cation in Germany. Applications begin with the gienform
in the initial application brochure. It requiressiafamily and
school details, a photo, the permission of youepts or
guardians, a copy of your passport and $50 to coeviis that
you're serious. It is followed by a full applicatidorm in
English. This takes most people quite a while toltis fol-
lowed by an interview/chat at home with at least ohyour
parents/guardians present and takes about two balf a
hours. Most people who get to this stage are abipt If the
interview works well, we’'ll begin looking for a ptament for
you, booking flights, buying insurance and obtajnévisa.
This can take three months, so it is good to appiynonths
before you would like to go.

Visas
We arrange these for you. Visas can often be odxdaim Ger-
many rather than before you leave.
