Longer exchanges

This session includes language lessons and hefpthet
local culture.

Placements

These are made before you leave and if you havieedat
the correct time you should be in contact with yoost
family for at least a week before you leave. Sotndents
are in contact for a month or more. Host familiaséto go
through an interview and vetting process. Youspeality
and preferences are taken into account if at asipde, but
the supply of generous and welcoming families ishod-
tomless and you must be prepared to adapt to tilntisin
you are given.

Successful placements depend as much upon yowas up
the family you're given. Some students stay with shme
family for a whole year while others may have twdloee
families.

Gap Year students

You can go when you are 18 and can turn 19 whilexan
change, but you must apply while still enrolledgetool in
NZ. As a gap year student you can have a littleenfiee-
dom than most other students during the summek timeia
we need to be sure of your suitability. You cam align out
of the programme when you have completed it and tloe
some private travelling. However, completion dates
sometimes inflexible and it may be best to takeaathge of
what could be on offer during the year.

Applications

These begin with the simple form in the initial &pgtion
brochure. It requires basic details, a photo, #mengssion of
your parents or guardians, a copy of your passpat$50
to convince us that you're serious. It is followsda full
application form in English. This takes most peaplée a
while to complete. It is followed by an interviewét at
home with at least one of your parents/guardiaasemt
and takes about two and a half hours. Most people get
to this stage are able to go. If the interview veonlell, we'll
begin looking for a placement for you, booking ffiig, buy-
ing insurance and obtaining a visa. This can thkeet
months so it is good to apply early.

Vaccinations and visas

Requirements in Argentina are a little more diffichan in
most countries. A broader range of vaccinationsdgiired
including proof that you are TB free and have hepatitis
B shots. The form-filling for visas also requireempt ac-
tion when the time comes and the fees for apostilenps
are not included in the programme price. They éenan
the region of NZ$200-300.
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
