Placements can be anywheraganbut
most are in the region between Tokyo and Kobe.

Unlike other countries, hosting in Japan is usuatily for

two months at a time. This means that you havestprbpared
to change host families every two months whileisiqat the
same school. This sounds a bit difficult but reitugnstudents
invariably say that it has huge benefits as wettlallenges.
After ten months in Japan at one school , you chalk had
five completely different views of Japanese cultane Japa-
nese family life. This requires understanding ampasitive
frame of mind.

Applications

These begin with the simple form in the initial Apgtion
brochure. It requires basic family and school dgtai photo,
the permission of your parents or guardians, a ofypur
passport and $50 to convince us that you're seribisfol-
lowed by a full application form in English. Thizskes most
people quite a while to do. It is followed by ateiview/chat
at home with at least one of your parents/guasdaasent
and takes about two and a half hours. Most people get to
this stage are able to go. If the interview worlglywwve’ll be-
gin looking for a placement for you, booking flighbuying
insurance and obtaining a visa. This can take thmeeths, so
it is good to apply early.

Late applications can sometimes be accepted bdestsi
must be willing to understand that they can cawtayd and
frustrations.
