Placements

These are made as soon as possible and if youalpglied at the
correct time you should be in contact with yourttfasily for at
least a week before you leave. Some students aantact for a
month or more. However, in Spain, placements gie&jly late and
waiting can be stressful.

Host families have to go through an interview aetting process.
Most placements are around Madrid in central Spathin the
northwest but you can be placed anywhere in thatcy. Your
personality and preferences are taken into acdbanall possible,
but the supply of generous and welcoming familsesdt bottomless
and you must be prepared to adapt to the situgiiarare given.

Successful placements depend as much upon yowastup family
you're given. Some students stay with the samelyafimi a whole
year while others may have two or three families.

Gap Year students

You can go to Spain when you are 18 and can turnhil® on ex-
change, but you must apply while still enrolledetiool in NZ.
Spanish students are generally a little older thrstudents at the
same stage of their schooling. As a gap year studencan have a
little more freedom than most other students dutiregsummer
break in Spain but we need to be sure of yourlsilitta The basis of
an exchange is that you become part of a familydomtt just use
the family home as a place to sleep while you'rérmafun.

Applications

The deadlines listed are for when we have to have gpplication in
Spain. In the past this has turned out to be wvepportant. Applica-
tions begin with the simple form in the initial digation brochure. It
requires basic family and school details, a phibie permission of
your parents or guardians, a copy of your passputt$50 to con-
vince us that you're serious. It is followed byudl fipplication form
in English. This takes most people quite a whilddolt is followed
by an interview/chat at home with at least ongafr parents/
guardians present and takes about two and a hai§ hislost people
who get to this stage are able to go. If the inésvnworks well, we’ll
begin looking for a placement for you, booking liig, buying insur-
ance and obtaining a visa. This can take threemgpsb it is good to
apply early.

Visas

other documents before you leave. It is importhat this be done
quickly.
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
