Orientation

Gap Year students

You can go to Italy when you are 18 and can turmvtie on
exchange, but you must apply while still enroll¢dehool in
NZ. Italian students are generally a little oltlean NZ stu-
dents at the same stage of their schooling. Agaygar stu-
dent you can have a little more freedom than mtrstrcstu-
dents during the summer break in Italy but we rtedae sure
of your suitability. The basis of an exchange &t tyou be-
come part of a family and don't just use the farhibme as a
place to sleep while you're having fun.

Applications

These begin with the simple form in the initial &pgtion
brochure. It requires basic family and school detai photo,
the permission of your parents or guardians, a céypur
passport and $50 to convince us that you're serivisfol-
lowed by a full application form in English.
